West Covington Firehouse

The City of West Covington never sponsored a volunteer fire department. Instead, the city relied on neighboring departments. When West Covington was annexed by Covington in 1916, one of the biggest selling points was coverage by the Covington Fire Department. Following annexation, plans were made to build a firehouse in the West Covington neighborhood. Originally, plans called for the building to be constructed on Highway Avenue. 
These plans were changed in 1933. The lot for the firehouse located at Parkway / Altamont / Hillcrest was purchased in November, 1932. In December of 1932, the City of Covington under the leadership of H.D. Palmore, city manager, started accepting architectural plans for the new firehouse. Among the architects submitting plans were: Thomas J. Collopy, B.T. Wisenail, Abner E. Foster, Clifford R. House, Chester H. Disque, A.B. Dailey, Charles L. Hildreth, C.C. Weber, Howard McClorey, R.F. Smith, E.C. Lee Landberg, Charles E.S. Costello and Alfred B. Dailey.

Plans were filed with the building department for the design by architect Abner E. Foster and by July the contract was let to build the new firehouse in West Covington at the cost of $10,000.  Work started in August, 1933 but was delayed by labor issues in September that delayed the completion. The building was completed in January 1934.

It was announced on February 16, 1934, that the West Covington firehouse was now ready for service. The building had one bay and contained living and sleeping quarters for the firefighters. A dedication and flag raising are planned. The first firemen at the new firehouse were: William Neiberding, John Ryan, Larry Frymuth, Joe Gamm, Jack Giemeier and Clarence Parson.
