Original Names:

Botany Hill:

Earliest name used in the area. Was in use when Edwin Forrest purchased his original acres in 1839.

Forrest Hill:  Named by Edwin Forrest, first great native born American Actor, who purchased 45 hillside acres in 1839 and developed the area with trees and other plantings. The area became known as Forrest Hill in 1844.

Economy: Named for the lower class inhabitants of the western hilly Israel Ludlow Estates.

West Covington: Used sometime by 1858. Records of population show this named being used in 1870 when the population was 993. When the area was annexed in 1916, the population was 1751.

Street names:

Many of the streets in West Covington changed with annexation:

Douglas St.  became Parkway Ave.

Hayman St. became Altamont Rd.

Main St. (South) became Parkway Ave.

Main St. (North) became Altamont Rd.

Ridge St. became Ridgeway St.

Second Street became Highway Ave.

Short John St. became John St.

Taylor St. became Alberta St.

West Spring St. became Spring St.
