Botany Hills Candidate Questions: Jim Titus
1. With one of the Botany Hills Neighborhood Association's primary goals being to increase home ownership, and the federal government lumping BH in with Kenton Hills and thereby making our neighborhood ineligible for Neighborhood Stabilization Funds, how can the City of Covington and the Department of Housing assist Botany Hills in achieving this home ownership goal?
Answer: Having the City promote model city programs through FHA, HUD and other grant development funds that are available to homeowners.  Also developing the 40-Way market plan that can assist homeowners in the area and development of vertical living units and promoting retail development (shops, restaurants, etc.)  in the area.
2. Coming south on I-75 across the Brent Spence Bridge and looking west, what do you see as the future possibilities for our Botany Hills neighborhood? 
Answer: As an Architect, I see a similar hill development as Mt. Adams was 20 years ago.  I can visualize vertical housing, hotels, and new village images with shops and restaurants.  Also, the influx of new businesses being created out of old, existing buildings through remodeling and restoration grants similar to the CBD develop kent grants from the federal government and local assistant programs.
3. Since Company #2 was built in 1935, the city of Covington has always maintained a fire house in west Covington. How important is it to you that a firehouse remains in the Botany Hills neighborhood, west of the flood wall, for safety and response time in Botany Hills, Kenton Hills and Devou Park?
Answer: The firehouse is very important and should be enlarged.  I see new housing buildings, redevelopment and renewal of homes and new businesses.  There will be a need not only to keep the existing firehouse operating, but a possibility of adding a new firehouse for future development of the area.
4. Any comment that you feel might provide us with additional insight to your platform?
Answer:  With my history in Planning and Development and being a consultant for HUD and their programs, I have up-front knowledge on how to put grants together for future development.  Together we can make Botany Hill a very positive asset, not only to its own community, but because of its location, to all of  Northern Kentucky as well.
